	Laura O’Reilly-Stanzilis introduced new goals to work on. As a county committee, we are currently looking for a lead for the substance abuse/ mental health group. Currently, we are looking for a new chair because this is Sara Elnakib’s last term. The new chair will be responsible for setting up the meetings, coordinating dates and times with the rest of the committee, and coordinating with the Wayne Health Department to host the meeting in their rooms. We are also looking for a Chair-elect who will accompany the chair. Their responsibilities include taking notes to record the minutes of each session. After the term of the appointed chair, the chair-elect will take on the position of chair.
